Any sporting type rifle, shotgun, or muzzleloader weighing 10 pounds or less, in a caliber
legal for deer hunting in Indiana.
Any sight
Five (5) shots, standing (offhand) no artificial support, 100 yards on a paper deer target.
Shooter may use a spotter to identify shot placement during the match.
You may shoot more than one gun, time permitting.
We will have a youth size muzzleloader to loan.
Cost: $5.00 per gun.
RIFLE MATCH 2
Any sporting rifle chambered for 22 or 17 rimfire weighing 8 pounds or less.
Any sight
Ten (10) shots standing (offhand) no artificial support, 25 yards on a paper game target.
Shooter may use a spotter to identify shot placement during the match.
We will have a 22LR rifle to loan.
Cost $5.00
Safety: Bring your gun to the range unloaded and magazine empty. Load only at the
command of the range officer. All guns will be removed from the firing line during
scoring. Eye and ear protection required of all shooters, spotters and spectators. Slings
allowed but no other special equipment.
TRAP
Practice 1:00 P.M. Shoot starts at 1:30P.M.
50 clay targets, 25 at 16 yards plus 25 at 24 yards
Cost $10.00
Safety: Bring your gun to the range unloaded and magazine empty. Load only at the
command of the range officer. Ear and eye protection required.

Awards, for each of five events, 1% place, one ounce silver coin, 2" and 3" place, copper
coin for big bore rifle, shotgun, muzzleloader, 17-22 rimfire rifle and trap.
Minimum 3 entries per event.
